EXHIBITION CONTRACT
1. 
TERMS OF REFERENCE
In these Terms and Conditions the following definitions shall apply: “Contract” shall mean the contract established between the Exhibitor and the Organizer upon the Exhibition accepting the offer of the Organizer to participate upon these Terms and Conditions in the Exhibition.
“Exhibition” shall mean the show name stated on the application form. “Exhibition Center” shall mean the venue named in the application form.
“Exhibition Space” shall mean any space in the Exhibition Center licensed to the Exhibitor by the Organizer for the purpose of the Exhibition.
“Exhibitor” shall include the person described as such in the application form and all employees and agents of such person and shall also include permitted sub-licensees of the Exhibitor.
“Exhibitor Order Book” shall mean the manual supplied by the Organizer to the Exhibitors which contains information relating to the Exhibition and the Exhibition Space.
“Fees” shall mean the amount payable for the use of the Exhibition Space. “Organizer” shall mean MAINLAND CORPORATION PTE LTD.
“Exhibition Center Operator” shall mean the owner/proprietor/operator/manager of the Exhibition Center.
2. 
RULES & REGULATIONS OF THE EXHIBITION CENTER
The Exhibitor shall, to the extent appropriate, observe and comply with the rules and regulations of the Exhibition Center, copies of which are obtainable from the Organizer on request.  Certain of the provisions therein are summarized for the Exhibitor to observe and construe as limiting the obligations of the Exhibitor to observe and comply with all applicable rules and regulations of the Exhibition Center.
3. 
APPLICATION FOR PARTICIPATION
All applications for participation shall be made on the prescribed application form. The application form shall be submitted to the Organizer or their representatives accompanied by the deposit for the rental of the Exhibition Space as stated in Part 2 of the Schedule. The Organizer reserves the right to accept or refuse any application without giving any reason thereof.  If the Organizer accepts an application for participation on other than the prescribed application form, such acceptance shall nevertheless be upon and subject to these Terms and Conditions and the Exhibitor shall, if required by the Organizer, in addition complete and submit an application form.
4. 
LICENSING AND ALLOCATION OF EXHIBITION SPACE
Exhibition Space is licensed to the Exhibitor only.  The Exhibitor is not allowed to sub-license the Exhibition Space allocated to it, either wholly or in part, without the prior written consent of the Organizer. The Exhibitor shall ensure that any such sub-licensees comply with these Terms and Conditions and shall be responsible for any default of such sub-licensees.
The Organizer may allocate the Exhibition Space in any manner as they deem fit but will take into account such factors as the order of applications received and the nature of exhibits.  The Organizer reserves the right to change the venue for the Exhibition, to change the Exhibition Space allocated to the Exhibitor, to alter the size and dimensions of the Exhibition Space, to change or close entrances and exits and access to the space and to undertake other structural alterations as they deem fit. Such changes shall be at the discretion of the Organizer
and the Exhibitor will not claim for compensation as a result of any changes. Shell stands are all erected according to a standard pattern. No variation of the standard fascia and lettering will be permitted unless with written consent from the Organizer.  Exhibits and display should not exceed the height of the stand walls unless written permission has been received from the Organizer. It is recommended that all design proposals be submitted to
the Organizer for approval.  An Exhibitor who is allocated shell will be provided with stand services as per the schedule in the Exhibitor’s Manual.
Plans, drawings and design proposals for non-shell spaces must be submitted and approved according to the rules and regulations of the Exhibition Center. These plans in triplicate must be submitted to the Organizer for approval no later than the times specified by the Organizer in Part 3 of the schedule. The Organizer reserves the right at
any time to order the alteration/removal of any stand which does not conform to the rules and regulations of the
Exhibition Center.  The cost of such alteration and removal shall be entirely borne by the Exhibitor.
5. 
EXHIBITS
Movement of the exhibits in and out of the Exhibition Center must be handled by the official freight forwarder nominated for the Exhibition.  No exhibit will be allowed into or out of the Exhibition Center without an official delivery order or clearance document. The Exhibitor must make his own arrangements for the transportation of exhibits to and from the Exhibition Center and for the storage of exhibits.
Display of any working or moving exhibits must have the prior written approval of the Organizer.  Precautionary measures such as the provisions of guards or other means of protection must be taken to protect the public from such moving or working exhibits. Moving or working exhibits shall only be demonstrated or operated  by persons authorized by the Exhibitor and shall not be left running in the absence of such persons.
All exhibits and stand furnishings must be confined to the area of the Exhibition Space. Any advertising literature should be distributed from the Exhibitor’s own stand only.
The Organizer reserves the right to remove at the Exhibitor’s expense any exhibits or publicity materials not relevant to the nature of the Exhibition.
At such time after the close of the Exhibition as the Organizer may specify or on earlier termination of the Contract, all exhibits shall be removed and cleared from the Exhibition Space and vacant possession of the Exhibition Space shall be delivered to the Organizer in as good and clean order and condition as it was when initially licensed out.  Any property remaining after the last day designated by the Organizer and any material not removed may be sold or otherwise disposed of by the Organizer at the Exhibitor’s expense. No property may be removed from the Exhibition before the Exhibition ends.
6. 
TERMS OF PAYMENT
Payment of the Fees by the date(s) stipulated in Part 2 of the Schedule is of the essence to participation by the
Exhibitor in the Exhibition.
7. 
CONDUCT IN THE EXHIBITION CENTER
During the license period the Exhibitor shall be responsible for the good conduct of its employees, servants and agents, contractors and sub-contractors who shall be bound by and must observe these Terms and Conditions in all respects.  Exhibitors must not permit anything which causes a nuisance or in the opinion of the Organizer does not form with the general standards of the Exhibition or amounts or may amount to a breach of these Terms and Conditions.
No exhibitor may alter or in any way affect the structure of fixtures of the Exhibition Center.
Exhibitor will pay the cost of making good any damage caused to the Exhibition Center or any fixture by themselves and/or their contractors or sub-contractors.
The Organizer reserves the right to refuse admittance to any visitor to the Exhibition.
8. 
INSURANCE
The Exhibitor should ensure that there is in existence prior to its seeking access to the Exhibition Center a valid insurance policy covering theft, public liability, damage to property and effects, personal injury, consequential loss and such other risks.
9. 
LIABILITY
The Exhibitor agrees to indemnify and hold the Organizer harmless on demand against all claims, liabilities, losses, suits, damages, judgments, expenses, costs and charges of every kind arising out of the fault or negligence of, or any damage caused by the Exhibitor or its contractors or sub-contractors. All exhibits brought to be displayed at and removed from the Exhibition Center are at the Exhibitor’s own risk and should be safeguarded by the
Exhibitor at all times. The Organizer shall not be responsible for any error or omission relating to the Exhibitor, the equipment, products or services in the listings in the directory or in any promotional material.
If any Exhibition is cancelled or postponed due to any force majeure events, the Fees may be reduced by such amount as the Organizer may, at their absolute discretion, think fit. The Exhibitor shall have no claim whatsoever

for compensation for loss or damage suffered or additional expenses incurred as a result of any cancellation, postponement, alteration in character or reduction in scale of the Exhibition. Generally, participation by the Exhibitor in the Exhibition is solely at the Exhibitor’s own risk. The organizer is allowed to postpone this event at its discretion..    
10. 
TERMINATION
This Contract may be terminated by the Organizer by notice to the Exhibitor upon the occurrence of any of the following events:
The Exhibition Center and/or the Exhibition Space become unfit for the occupancy and use of the Exhibition is cancelled;
The holding of the Exhibition or the performance of this Contract by the Organizer is substantially or materially interfered with due to any cause or causes not reasonably within the control of the Organizer.
The Organizer is not satisfied that proper use is being made of the Exhibition Space during the installation period or at any time during the term of the Exhibition;
Payment of Fees is not made by the Exhibitor in accordance with Part 2;

The Exhibitor is for any reason unable to utilize the Exhibition Space allocated to it; or
The Exhibitor is in breach of any of these Terms and Conditions or any applicable local legislation, rules or regulations.
Upon termination of this Contract for whatsoever reason, any allocation of Exhibition Space shall automatically be cancelled, forfeited and the Organizer shall have the right to claim for the balance of the Fees and any loss or damage suffered by them as a consequence thereof. If the termination of this Contract results other than from cancellation of the Exhibition, the Organizer shall be entitled forthwith to re-license the Exhibition Space. If the Organizer is able to re-license the Exhibition Space, they may, at their sole discretion, waive all or part of the Exhibitor’s liability for the payment of the balance of the Fees.
Upon termination of this Contract for whatever reason, all of the Exhibitor’s property should be removed by the Exhibitor from the Exhibition Space immediately failing which property shall be removed and the Exhibition Space cleared by the Organizer at the Exhibitor’s expense.  The Organizer reserves the right to exercise a general lien over any property of the Exhibitor in the Exhibition Center in respect of all monies of whatsoever nature,

including claims for damages which may at any time be due or payable by the Exhibitor to the Organizer in connection with the Exhibition.
11. 
WAIVER
No waiver by the Organizer of any of the provisions of these Terms and Conditions or of any of its rights thereunder shall have effect unless given in writing and signed by a Director of the Organizer.
12. 
COMPLIANCE WITH  LOCAL LEGISLATION
Any exhibitor who takes part in the Exhibition must comply with the relevant legislation rules and regulations of the country and territory where the Exhibition is held and shall be solely responsible for observing and complying with the same for obtaining all consents, approvals, authorizations, licenses and the like as may be requisite to its participation in the Exhibition.
13. 
GOVERNING LAW AND JURISDICTION
These Terms and Conditions shall be governed and construed in all respects in accordance with the laws of People’s Republic of China and the Exhibitor submits to the non-exclusive jurisdiction of the PRC courts.    No claim in any form by both the Organizer and Exhibitor shall be made in the courts of any other country.
14. 
SCHEDULE
Summary of certain of the rules and regulations of the Exhibition Center: Part 1
a) 
EXHIBITION CENTER, STANDS AND EXHIBITS
The Exhibitor must ensure that its displays are properly spread and do not exceed the maximum load limitations for the Exhibition Center.
Stand assembling, installation and decoration must be carried out within time limits specified by the Exhibition
Center Operator and must in any case be completed by 1630 hours on the day preceding the Exhibition opening. Authorization must be obtained prior to any filming, sound or video recording, telecasting, broadcasting or use of

radio transmitting equipment within the Exhibition.
The use of devices which produce sound must comply with the maximum permitted noise level stipulated by the Exhibition Center Operator. All necessary approvals for the purpose of participating in the Exhibition should be obtained.
All stands must be manned by authorized representatives of the Exhibitor during the Exhibition hours who should wear identification badges specified for the Exhibition. The Exhibition Center Operator reserves the right to remove at the Exhibitor’s expense any person or person acting in a way which, or any exhibits or publicity materials which, they consider, at their absolute discretion, to be hazardous, illegal, immoral, undesirable, inappropriate, harmful, offensive, obscene or otherwise objectionable to the Exhibition Center Operator, or not conforming to the set up of the Exhibition or which does not fall within the exhibit description of the Exhibition.
Repairs and/or   alterations by removal or addition of materials may be carried out only when the premises are closed to the public and with agreement  of the Organizer.
In the interest of safety, access by the Exhibition Center Operator to the Exhibitor’s stand(s) must be allowed at all times to allow for repairs and maintenance to be carried out.
b)
MOVEMENTS OF EXHIBITS
The erection and removal of stands, materials and exhibits must take place within the time limits specified by the
Exhibition Center Operator
c)
ELECTRICITY SUPPLY
Electricity whether from the mains, batteries or generators, shall be supplied only by the Exhibition Center Operator.  Connections into permanent distribution boxes may be made only by the Exhibition Center or its official contractor.
d)
SAFETY & FIRE REGULATIONS
All fire, electrical and safety laws and regulations of the Exhibition Center must be strictly observed.  Aisles, fire exits, fire protection systems must be kept clear and accessible at all times. No storage behind exhibits is provide or permitted.
All materials used in the construction and decoration of exhibition stands shall be flame retardant in accordance with local regulations and be subjected to inspection by the Exhibition  Center Operator or its appointed agent. Relevant certificates of the test, flame test or fume test should be available for inspection as requested. Additional fire precautions may be required in special cases by the Exhibition Center Operator or the local authorities. Nothing should be done to invalidate or adversely affect the fire or other insurance policies covering the Exhibition or the Exhibition Center area.
